CONSTITUTION OF THE DUNDEE CHAMBER MUSIC CLUB  (last amended at AGM 2019)

1. NAME 

The name of the Club shall be THE DUNDEE CHAMBER MUSIC CLUB. 

2. OBJECTS 

The objects of the Club shall be to foster interest in and maximise public access to the best performances of chamber music in Dundee by arranging public and other concerts and by any other means of which the members of the Club shall approve. 

3. CLUB SEASON 

The annual season of the Club shall run from 1 May to 30 April, both inclusive. 

4. MEMBERSHIP 

Members of the Club shall be those who have paid an annual subscription, the amount of which shall be fixed by the Committee. Payment of a subscription entitles a member to free attendance at a season of concerts which the Committee shall arrange. 

5. ANNUAL GENERAL MEETING 

(a) 
The Club shall hold its Annual General Meeting not later than 30 April each year. (b) 
The Secretary shall send a written notice of the Annual General Meeting to each         member of the Club no later than two weeks prior to the date of such meeting. 

(c) 
Twenty members or ten percent of the total membership of the Club, whichever is the lesser, shall form a quorum at the Annual General Meeting. 

6. COMMITTEE 

(a) The business of the Club shall be conducted by a Committee. 
(b) 
The Committee shall consist of the office-bearers of the club together with no more than six ordinary members. 

OFFICE- BEARERS 

i. The office-bearers of the Club shall be: a President; a Vice-President; a Concert Secretary; a Committee Secretary and a Treasurer. 

ii. The office-bearers shall be elected at the Annual General Meeting. 

iii. The President and Vice-President shall be eligible for re-election on not more than two consecutive occasions. 
IV. 
The Concert Secretary, Committee Secretary and Treasurer shall be eligible for re-election without limit to the number of occasions. 

ORDINARY MEMBERS 

i. Ordinary members of the Committee shall be elected at the Annual General Meeting. 

ii. 

Each ordinary member shall be entitled to serve on the Committee for a period of three years, but each year two ordinary members (to be determined if necessary by the drawing of lots) shall retire. 

iii. 

An ordinary member who has retired (whether at the end of a three years term or earlier) shall be entitled to be re-elected to the Committee, but not on more than one consecutive occasion. 

IV. 
In the event of a Committee member's resigning during an annual season of the Club, or for any other reason which the Committee deems appropriate, the Committee shall be entitled to co-opt a member of the Club to serve as an ordinary member of the Committee, but such a co-opted member shall serve as such only until the next Annual General Meeting. 

CONDUCT OF COMMITTEE BUSINESS 

1. Four members of the Committee, of whom at least one shall be an office-bearer, shall form a quorum. 
11. The President or, in his or her absence, the committee member who presides at a Committee meeting, shall have a casting vote. 
7. FINANCE: 
(a) The Club may receive legacies, donations, grants in aid, or financial guarantees. 

(b) Single tickets (the price whereof shall be determined by the Committee) may be issued to the public for any or all of the Club's concerts, and the revenue therefrom shall form part of the income of the Club. 

(c) The income and property of the Club, whencesoever derived, shall be applied solely towards the promotion of the objects of the Club as set forth herein, and no portion thereof shall be paid or transferred directly or indirectly, by way of remuneration, gift, dividend or bonus to any member of the Club. 

(d) Notwithstanding the terms of paragraph (c) above, the Committee may, in its discretion, agree to make payment of a professional fee to a member of the Club who appears as an artiste at a Club concert. 

(e) At the Annual General Meeting the accounts of the Club shall be submitted by the Treasurer for approval by the members of the Club. 

(f) The accounts shall thereafter be duly examined in accordance with the then current charities regulations, 
8. SPECIAL GENERAL MEETING 
(a) A Special General Meeting may be called at any time either by the Committee or following a written request sent to the Secretary and signed by not less than six members. Such request shall specify the purpose for which it is sought to call the Special General Meeting. 

(b) The Secretary shall send a written notice of any Special General Meeting to each member of the Club no later than seven days before the date of such meeting. The notice shall state the purpose for which the meeting is being called. 

(c) No business other than that specified in the notice shall be transacted at the meeting. 
(d) Twenty members or ten percent of the total membership of the Club, whichever is the lesser, shall form a quorum at any Special General Meeting. 

(e) At any Special General Meeting the person who is acting as chairman of the meeting shall have a casting vote. 
9. AMENDMENT OF CONSTITUTION
(a) Any proposed amendment of this constitution shall be intimated to the Secretary, in writing, at least six weeks before an Annual General Meeting or any Special General Meeting called for the purpose of considering the proposed amendment. If the proposed amendment is to be considered at an Annual General Meeting, the notice of such meeting shall contain details of the proposed amendment. 

(b) In order to be carried, any motion to approve a proposed amendment to this constitution must receive the vote of at least two-thirds of the members present at the meeting at which the proposed amendment is considered. 
10. WINDING-UP 
(a) No resolution to dissolve the Club shall be effective unless voted for by at least three-fourths of the members of the Club present at a Special General Meeting called for the purpose of considering such a resolution. 

(b) If a resolution to dissolve the Club has become effective as specified in paragraph (a) above, the Club shall be wound up by the Committee or by a liquidator appointed by the Special General Meeting at which the resolution was carried. 

(c) The Committee or liquidator, as the case may be, shall realise the assets of the Club and meet all its debts and obligations, including the expenses of winding up, and shall pay and apply the whole of whatever balance of assets may remain to a body in Dundee or elsewhere whose objects are as dose as may be to those of the Club.
